2. ADVERTISING
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the Organising Authority.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Theregatta is open to all boats of the International Contender Class. Helmsmen must be full members
of the International Contender Association. The ICA or the Organizing Authority may deliver to
French guest sailors some wild-cards to compete within the championship. The guest helmsmen must
be members of the FFVaile.

11.2 Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series

11.3 a) When fewer than five races have been completed, a boat’ s series score will be the total of her
race scores.
b) When from five to eight races have been completed, a boat’ s series score will be the total of
her race scores excluding her worst score.
¢) When more than 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her
race scores excluding her worst two scores.

SUPPORT BOATS
12.1 All support boats are to register with the Organising Authority at Registration.
12.2 Support boats shall be marked with aflag as supplied by the Organising Authority.

BERTHING
Boats shall be kept in the assigned area in the dinghy park.

RADIO COMMUNICATION
Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile tel ephones.

. PRIZES

The winner will obtain the title “2010 International Contender Class European Champion”.
Thefirst, second and third placed helmsman will obtain special prizes.

If the winner is not awoman, the first woman will obtain a special prize.

Prizes will also be awarded to the first Junior, Master and Veteran.

The questions of damages arising from an incident involving a boat bound by the RRS depend on the
appropriate courts and will not be dealt by the jury/protest committee.

FFVoile Prescriptions (*) :

In such circumstances, the written approval of the FFVaile shall be received before publishing the notice of
race and shall be posted on the official notice board during the competition.

Moreover, jury constitution is under FFV oile competences.

RRS91

FFVoile Prescriptions (*) :

The appointment of an international jury meeting the requirements of Appendix N is subject to prior written
approval of the FFVaile. Such notice of approval shall be posted on the official notice board during the event.
